Day  1  Mon  Mar  8    Departure - Canada  
Depart Vancouver to Frankfurt. Meals will be served on board.  
Overnight en route    
 

Day  2  Tue  Mar  9    Frankfurt - Tel Aviv 
Depart Frankfurt to Tel Aviv. Meals will be served on board. 
Overnight en route 
 

Day  3  Wed  Mar  10    Tel Aviv - Akko 
Start the day with a special breakfast in the Biblical Garden of Neot Kedumim and see many different trees 
mentioned in the Bible, an olive press and a threshing floor. From here we will travel along the Mediterranean 
coastline to Caesarea to see the new excavations on the shores of the Mediterranean. Travel through Mt. Carmel 
to the port city of Haifa for a view of the area. Proceed to the Muhraqa which commemorate the battle of Elijah with 

the prophets of Baal. Travel to Akko to visit the Harbor and Knights Halls.  
Overnight in Akko 
 

Day  4  Thu  Mar  11    Akko - Golan Heights  
Ascend the Golan Heights to visit the Banias the site of ancient Caesarea Philipi and the Banias Falls. It is here 
that Peter made his confession of faith in Jesus. Drive to Tel Dan to explore the archeological site. Continue to Sefat 
the city of the Kabala and visit synagogue and the artists’ colony. Ascend Mt. Of Beatitudes where Jesus delivered 
the Sermon on the Mount. Drive to Tabgha the site of the Multiplying of the Loaves and Fish (Mark 6:30). 
Overnight by the Sea of Galilee 
 

Day  5  Fri  Mar  12    Sea of Galilee  
Start the day with a boat ride on the Sea of Galilee. Visit to the Boat Museum to see the 2000 year old “Jesus Boat” 
which was discovered in 1986.  Explore the site of Zippori the most important city in the Galilee. Proceed to Cana 

where Jesus attended the Wedding Feast. Drive to Nazareth to visit the Church of the Annunciation. Continue to 
Megiddo, the site of Armageddon, where you view Jezreel Valley and learn about the final battle.  
Overnight by the Sea of Galilee 
 

Day  6  Sat  Mar  13     Sea of Galilee 
Tour Capernaum where you will experience a special service. See the remains of Peter’s house and where Jesus 

chose to center His ministry. Walk through the recently excavated site of Beth Saida. View Gamla the “Massada of 
the North”.  End the day at Shalom Vista for a view of the Sea of Galilee and get a deeper understanding of the 
strategic importance of the Golan Heights for Israel.  
Overnight by the Sea of Galilee 
 

Day  7  Sun  Mar  14    Sea of Galilee - Dead Sea 
Start the day at Yardenit a baptism site on the Jordan River. Drive south along the Jordan Valley to Beth Shean to 
see the excavations of the largest ruins of a Roman city. View Jericho and Mt. of Temptation. Enjoy “Biblical” 
hospitality in the Judean wilderness at Genesis Land. Descend to the lowest point on earth, the Dead Sea area. 
Visit Qumran the center of the Essenes who wrote the Dead Sea Scrolls. Continue to Ein Gedi for a short hike to 
the desert Oasis where David hid from King Saul. Take a dip in the therapeutic salt mineral water of the Dead Sea. 
Overnight in the Dead Sea Area 
 

Day  8  Mon  Mar  15    Dead Sea - Jerusalem 
Tour Massada the fortress built by King Herod. Ride the cable car to the top to explore the excavations including the 
ancient synagogue, Herod’s palace, the water cisterns and bathhouses. Continue to Be'er Sheva to visit Abraham 
Well where according to tradition Abraham made the oath with Abimelech.  If time permits visit Elah Valley known 

as the scene of the Biblical battle between David and Goliath and have a short tour of Abu Ghosh.

Day  9  Tue  Mar  16    Jerusalem  
Enter the Old City of Jerusalem through St. Stephen’s Gate and visit the Pool of Bethesdaand St. Anne’s 
Church. Visit the Convent of the * Sisters of Zionto see the * Struthion Pool and the * Lithostrotos.  
Walk the Way of the Cross to the Church of the Holy Sepulcher. Drive to Bethlehem to visit theChurch of 
Nativity and the Fields of Ruth and Boaz.(Visit subject to security situation).   
Overnight in Jerusalem    
 

Day  10  Wed  Mar  17    Jerusalem 
This morning start with a visit to Yad Vashem the Holocaust Memorial. Visit Ein Karem where According to Christian 
tradition this is the site where John the Baptist was born. Continue to Israel Museum where you will see the 

Shrine of the book, the Dead Sea Scrolls and the * Holy Land Model.

Day  11  Thu  Mar  18    Jerusalem  
Visit the Cardo Maximo at the Jewish Quarter.  See the Burnt House.  Tour the Southern Wall excavations at 
Davidson Center. Walk through the Western wall Tunnels. Have some time for shopping.

Day  12  Fri  Mar  19    Jerusalem 
Free day in Jerusalem.

Day  13  Sat  Mar  20    Jerusalem  
Free day in Jerusalem. Experience many Sabbath blessings in Old City of Jerusalem.

Day  14  Sun  Mar  21    Jerusalem 
Start the day with a brief visit to the Garden Tomb. Drive to the top of Mount Olives to enjoy a view of the city of 
Jerusalem. Walk down the Palm Sunday Path to Garden of Gethsemane where Jesus prayed for God’s will to be 
done. Drive to visit the House of Caiaphas and Mt. Zion the Upper Room where Jesus had His final Passover. Have 

some time for last minute shopping.
